I had a problem on the tour with my battery not
charging.? It got so bad that I had to push start
the car on the last day.? I had an alternator so it
shouldn't have been a problem.? Thinking it
was the voltage regulator on the Alternator, I
called the guy who makes them when I got
home.? He had me check the voltage of the
alternator terminal with the car not running.? It
was 6.2 volts like it was supposed to be.? I then
started the car and checked it again. It was 7.2
volts so the alternator was not the problem.? I
played with the wires on the back of the
ammeter (they were fairly tight) but with effort,
I could move them and when I did, the problem
was cured!!? I could start the car on battery and
the lights worked (after I flipped the light
switch several times). Corrosion on the back of
the ammeter connections was the problem the
whole time!!
