Brussels Sprouts Recipe

1large bag fresh Brussels sprouts
1large red onion

8 slices of bacon ( cooked )

3 Tablespoons brown sugar

3 Tablespoons olive oil

Salt and pepper to taste

Rinse sprouts, trim ends an cut in half. Boil these for
about 3 minutes then drain and pour in a bowl.
